Where applicable. titles of all pieces (including Dancing) MUST be shown on the entry form.
If titles are not received the entries may be eliminated.

SOUND SYSTEM:
A Sound System is provided at a set fee (see individual sections). Each competitor should ensure
that their music is on a good quality cassette or CD and must be handed to the Sound Operator
well prior to the start of that class.

TIME LIMITS:
The limits stipulated for various classes MUST be adhered to. Adjudicators may penalise or
disqualify performers who exceed these limits. — Check Syllabus to ensure correct times.

PROTESTS:

Competitors desiring to enter a protest must lodge so, in writing, with the grounds upon which it is
based, with the Convenor together with the sum of $5.00 as a guarantee of bona fides. Should the
protest upon investigation by the Committee, be deemed frivolous and unfounded, the deposit,
whole or part, may be forfeited. No protests will be entertained unless made within thirty minutes
of the Adjudicator’s awards being announced. If such a protest is made before the Adjudicator has
announced the award, such award will be withheld until the protest is investigated. The decision of
the Committee is final.

CONDUCT AND OBLIGATIONS:

It is deemed totally inappropriate for Competitors, their Parents andfor Teachers to discuss any
aspect of the competitions with the Adjudicators prior to and during the Festival. Backstage
administration is under the direction of the Stage Manager and shall be adhered to at all times.

DEMONSTRATION CONCERTS:

At a Demonstration Concert any competitor must take part if called upon to do so, as programmed.
In the event of any competitor failing to perform, without good reason, after having been requested
to do so, whether as set out in the programme or by newspaper advertisement or any notice, may
result in the Executive withholding any or all prizes won by that competitor.

GENERAL RESERVATIONS:
The Executive reserves the sole right to interpret and apply these rules. Its decision in all matters
will be final.

COLLECTION OF PRIZES:
Prizes must be collected from the Convenor, within one moenth of the Festival, If a prize is not
collected it will be treated as a donation to the Society.

PACANZ YOUNG PERFORMER OF THE YEAR AWARD NOMINATIONS: See
individual Art Sections. A 35100 Grant may be made towards expenses to PACANZ Finals.
However if a nominee does not compete in the Finals for whatever reason, money is to be returned
to the Society.

ADMINISTRATION FEE. One payment per competitor per art form, Please note —
administration fee MUST BE PAID FOR EACH art form. For example: if vou are entering more
than one art form you must pay the administration fee on EACH form.
