Slow March - a 2 parted slow air or slow march with parts repeated.

2/4 March - minimum 4 parts.  6/8 March - minimum 4 parts.

Hornpipe & Jig - minimum 4 parts of each.  Strathspey & Reel - minimum 4 parts of each.
*2/4 March; 6/8 March; *Hornpipe and Jig; *Strathspey & Reel.

2/4 March and Strathspey & Reel will be played after each other, and judged as separate events
- may be played straight through, or a tune-up break taken.

Pipers in B Grade must submit 2 tunes of each time signature on the back of this form.
2/4 March; Hornpipe and Jig; Strathspey & Reel.

A Grade Pipers submit 3 tunes; B Grade Pipers submit 2 tunes - on the back of this form.
Level One: Ground (or Urlar) of the tune only.  Level Two: Ground (Urlar), plus two variations.
Level Three: Complete Piobaireachd

In Piobaireachd events, pipers shall make available to the judge a legible copy of the music played.

Pipers may compete one grade above their grading and in any Piobaireachd or Open event.

* These events qualify for the Otago Centre Foundation Scholarship.

Events with less than 3 competitors may be declared non-events, at discretion of Otago Centre.
