Those competitors with numbers exceeding the Maximum Number, will not be required to pay
their entry fees unless they are advanced up into the list of those competitors who may
compete.
The North Island Championships will be cancelled and entry fees for those events refunded, if
the total number of entries exceed the Maximum Number.
