6. Prizes: As stated in the schedule for each class. 6th prize may be awarded if more than 26 competitors. VHC, HC & C
Ribbons awarded at discretion of adjudicator.

8. All trophies remain the property of Piping and Dancing Association of NZ, South Auckland Centre (of Piping and
Dancing),Tauranga Performing Arts Competition Society and must be returned upon request. Any loss or damage to any trophy
is the full responsibility of the recipient.
9. Competitors must compete in order of programme or at the head board steward’s discretion. All classes (including
Junior) will be pre-drawn and competitor order will be as per the programme. All New Zealand Championship events will be
randomly pre-drawn by a Piping & Dancing Association Executive Committee supervised computer draw and published in the
programme.
10. Dancers must report to the Board Steward/Stage Manager immediately when called upon and be ready to dance or the
right to compete in the event may be withdrawn.
